Educational Delay Program

(Reference:  CC Cir 601-05-1)

1.  Educational Delay Program 

a.  Prior to the AD/RFD selection and branching, the DA Secretariat will conduct the Educational Delay Board.  Approximately 100 cadets may be selected to pursue a law degree, an advanced degree that will qualify them for one of the Medical Department Corps, or religious degree prior to entry on active duty.  Individuals not selected for educational delay will be considered for AD/RFD selection and branching with the remainder of the ROTC cohort.  

NOTE:  The HQ Cadet Command staff will notify schools of individuals who were not selected for educational delay in order to obtain the 2nd duty preference.  

b.  PMS must counsel cadets interested in an educational delay to ensure they understand the process and requirements (e.g., highly competitive choice).

c.  All individuals approved for an educational delay should expect AD upon termination or completion of a delay.  However, all final AD determinations are dependent upon the needs of the Army at the time the delay is terminated or completed.  Cadets who fail to gain admittance into graduate, medical, law, or seminary school, or who terminate the delay prior to completion will fulfill their obligation through AD/RFD based on the needs of the Army; these individuals may request RFD.

d.  Cadets can request educational delay in the Chaplain Corps.  There is a branch preference selection available in CCIMS Branching Module under Education Delay sub-tab (Code is “CH”).  A letter of recommendation from a clergyman must accompany the accession packet.  A graduate record exam (GRE) score must also accompany the accession packet.  Selection for educational delay in the Chaplain Corps by the HQDA/ROTC Selection and Branching Board does not guarantee accession into the Chaplain Corps.  After completion of educational and professional requirements, each cadet will have the opportunity to compete for accession into the Chaplain Corps through a Chaplain Candidacy Board selection process.  Refer any questions to CH (LTC) Groseclose – e-mail gordon.groseclose@us.army.mil or www.usarmychaplain.com for additional information concerning the Chaplain Corps.

e.  Individuals requesting educational delay for an advanced degree in Dietetics, Physical Therapy or occupational therapy need to be aware of the following:  Individuals desiring to serve as Dietitians on active duty should apply to the Army Dietetic Internship Program.   Individuals desiring to serve as Physical Therapists on active duty should apply to the Army Baylor Physical Therapy Program.  Individuals desiring to serve as Occupational Therapists on active duty should apply to the U.S. Army Occupational Therapy Internship.  For more information see Appendix O or visit the Medical Specialist Web site   www.amsc.amedd.army.mil.  

f.  Officers who enter educational delay status will be transferred to the jurisdiction of HRC-St Louis upon attaining their undergraduate degree and having appropriate graduate school acceptance papers (DA Form 591, Application for Initial (Educational) Delay from Entry on Active Duty and Supplemental Agreement) received by Cadet Command.  Cadet Command will not transfer control of any educational delay officer to HRC-St Louis until all commissioning, accessions, and graduate program acceptance documents are complete.  Until that time, educational delay officers remain under Cadet Command control.  Cadet Command will submit requests for status change (Delay to Active Duty) for lieutenants who have not provided required documentation, or requested an extension of delay status by 10 Oct 05.
g.  ECP lieutenants may request an educational delay.
